Payment

The initial registration fee of $125 per child is due at the time of registration, mail in for
returning player or open registration. A fee of $115 for each child applies to families with
morethan one child registering. This discount excludes flag participants. Fltaafb
andcheerleaders will pay a ottigne registration fee of $65.00.

The remainder of the registration fee, totaling $100, is due on or before the parents

Refunds

- Arefund of $200 (minus a $25 processing fee) will be made to anyiparniavho
withdraws May 1st. This refund will be $40.00 (minus a $25 processing fee) for flag
participants.

- A partial refund of $100.00 will be made to any participant who withdraws between the
May 2ndand the day before practice starts. For flag pldgleegrleaders this refund will

be $25.00.

- No refunds after the first day of practice.
